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Sharepoint will often instantiate an object to get information about it, 
having no intention of actually rendering it.  The object's constructor 
should do minimal work.  If you intend on having client-side JavaScript, 
add a PreRender event handler.

When Sharepoint call 
CreateChildControls(), it is serious 
about displaying the web part.  At this 
point the object's state should be 
configured and the controls rendered.  
Controls are registered using 
Controls.Add() and passing in the 
control.

Control callbacks are invoked 
to do any last minute changes 
on the object's data.

Because there can be more than one 
instance of the same web part class, 
common Javascript is registered and 
rendered to the page only once.  Use 
Page.IsClientScriptBlockRegistered() 
to check to see if the 
script is known, if not,
 register it with 
Page.RegisterClientScriptBlock().

The web part should display its 
controls by calling 
RenderChildren(), passing the 
output stream as the 
destination.

Because of garbage collection, 
it is not known when the 
destructor will get called, if at 
all.
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
